Back in 1979 Carm Finocchiaro was a CWO 2 at Pt. Mugu, CA, and a sin-
gle dad raising two girls.  Yvonne was a single mom, raising one son.  Mu-
tual friends introduced them and they began dating. They had been dating 
for some months when the Calleagus Creek jumped its banks, rushed over 
the Pacific Coast Highway and straight into the Finocchiaro household at 
Pt. Mugu.  Yvonneôs Ventura house became the rescue area for the three 
Finocchiaros . . . and it evolved from there. 
 
Carm was born in Sicily and came to the US at the age of 10, the youngest 
of four children.  His family joined other family members in Hartford, CT 
where he attended high school, joined the USMC, got married, had one 
daughter, served two tours in Vietnam, had his second daughter, got his 
electrical engineering degree from the Univ. of Hartford and moved 
(according to USMC orders) until he landed in Ventura County at Pt.
